Preservation: Includes all the managerial and financial considerations including
storage and accommodation provisions, staffing levels, polices, techniques and
methods involved in preservation library and archive materials and the
information contained in them.

Conservation: Denotes those specific policies and practices involved in protecting
library and archive materials from deterioration, damage and decay, including the
methods and techniques devised by technical staff. Intervention technigques
applied to prevent, arrest or delay deterioration

Restoration: Denotes those techniques and judgements used by technical staff
engaged in the making good of library and archive materials damaged by time, use
or other factors.
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Preservation: All measures taken, including financial and strategic decisions, to
maintain the integrity and extend the life of document or collections

Conservation: Intervention techniques applied to prevent, arrest or delay
deterioration

Restoration: Actions taken to return a document which has suffered deterioration or
damage as closely as practicable to its original state

Preservation: All managerial, financial considerations applied to retard deterioration
that prevent damage and extend the useful life to materials and objects in
collections to ensure their continued availability. These considerations include
monitoring and controlling appropriate environmental conditions; providing
adequate storage and physical protection; establishing exhibition and loan policies
and proper handling procedures; providing for conservation treatment, emergency
planning and the creation and use of surrogates.

Conservation: Hands-on intervention techniques applied to the physical forms of
museum, archive and library materials and objects to achieve chemical and
physical stabilization, in order to extend their useful life and ensure their continued
availability.

Restoration: Procedures intended to return material or objects to a known or assumed
state, usually with the addition of non-original materials.
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
